Biography:  Steven Platnick, TC4 Platform Scientist for NASA ER-2
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Dr. Steve Platnick is a TC4 platform scientist for the ER-2 aircraft.  His research includes theoretical and experimental studies of satellite, aircraft, and ground-based cloud remote sensing.  He has been involved extensively with remote-sensing field studies, including use of the MODIS Airborne Simulator instrument flown on the NASA ER-2.
