Wispy clouds with only some 10-15 minutes in VMC.

Progressive 10-15 nm parallel diverts to the SE from original track out to 50nm max to 
try to get into cloud layer. 
Progresive 2000 ft decents from FL350 to FL270. 
Spiral ascent to FL520 then short leg ascent to FL570 at approximately 1000 ft/min 
Spiral decent to FL370.
